College and Career learning is an instructional strategy that:

· Connects what students are learning in class with the world of work

· Involves interaction with business partners
· Provides students with career awareness, career exploration, and career preparation

· Includes a continuum of experiences  

· Aligns with intentional student learning outcomes 

· Prepares students for success in post-secondary education and careers

· Benefits the student, the business partner, and the high school
Students complete assignments before, during, and after college and career-based learning experiences to help them connect their experiences to their academy courses, as well as to their own college and career options.

Each quarter, you will encounter several opportunities for College and Career Learning activities in your NAF class.  Some activities will happen in your classroom and your teacher will coordinate for you.  Other activities will need to be coordinated by you.  Activities include College Visits, College Speaker Visits, Guest Speakers, Mentor Meetings, Class Projects, Job Shadowing, and Internship related actions.   Your teacher will guide you to which activities you should be working on and when. 
Whenever you complete a College and Career Experience Learning activity, you will record it on your NAF Learning Participation Log (see attached).  The hours for some activities are predetermined; your NAF teacher will determine the value of additional activities at their discretion.   Some activities will require an Advisor’s signature, while others will need a Business Partner’s signature to verify your participation.
